ABOUT THIS PROGRAM
Transfer students at Mennonite College of Nursing’s Springfield 
location follow our Traditional BSN plan of study while being 
immersed in the Memorial Health system. Students develop 
their skills inside a state-of-the-art simulation lab and receive 
clinical placements tied to coursework across five different 
hospital settings and multiple ambulatory sites of care. 
MCN Springfield students will also have opportunities for paid 
employment as a student, additional clinicals and internships, 
full-time job placement following the completion of their 
degree, and scholarship money to assist them in their education.
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A UNIFIED CLINICAL EXPERIENCE
Clinicals are held at 5 hospitals within a single 
health care system, immersing students in 
the culture and providing a natural pathway 
to employment upon graduation.

SCHOLARSHIPS & JOB OPPORTUNITIES
Springfield students qualify for the ISU and MCN 
scholarships, and up to 48 Springfield students 
will receive a renewable $500 scholarship. 
All students are eligible for part‑time job 
opportunities through Memorial Health.

MCN provides transcript evaluations and a dedicated 
team to help with every step of the process.
